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The Putman Families 
of Pike, Montgomery & Polk County Arkansas 

Ezekiel Putman, son of Barnet Putman, went to Hall County, Georgia with his brother Thomas. 
Ezekiel Putman and his family were covered in the section on GEORGIA PUTMANS. Ezekiel's 
son JACOB PUTMAN and Ezekiel's grandson ELIJAH COVINGTON PUTMAN, son of Elias 
Putman were in Pike County for the 1860 census. Elijah was there in 1870 and in Montgomery 
County, Arkansas in 1880. His children were in Montgomery and Polk Counties in 1900. 

ELIJAH COVINGTON PUTMAN 

Elijah was a son of Elias and Arletha Putman and a grandson of Ezekiel Putman. He was born in 
Hall County, Georgia on November 19, 1826. 

He was first married in Floyd County, Georgia in 1849 to Mary Ellen Dodd, daughter of John 
Dodd and Charlotte Earle. Mary Ellen died in Georgia in 1857, and he moved to Arkansas in the 
late 1850s. Elijah and Mary Ellen had only three children, John, Hannah and William Putman, 
and possibly a Rebecca. 

Elijah then married Melinda Millie White, born in Tennessee on November 29, 1837. Family 
tradition was that she was half Cherokee. He married here about 1859, and the children didn’t 
like her it seems. A descendant has a photo of Melinda and she is definitely an Indian. They 
refused to return to Arkansas with their daddy. The kids moved in with their grandparents, the 
Dodds. Then to make matters worse, Elijah fought for the Union in the Civil War while in 
Arkansas. The children back home in Alabama were so devastated by the way they and the South 
were treated during the War that they never again had any contact with their father. 

Elijah was a blacksmith by trade, like so very many other Putmans. The family was in the 1860 
and 1870 census reports of Pike County, Arkansas and in Montgomery County, Arkansas in 
1880. 

Elijah Fought on the Union Side in the Civil War. He enlisted on November 19, 1863 at Benton, 
Arkansas. He was a private in the 4th Arkansas Cavalry. Elijah Covington Putman died near 
Camp Albert Pike in the Quachita National Forest, in Pike County, Arkansas on February 18, 
1895 and is in one of the graves in the Putman Cemetery there. I have a photo of these stones. 
Malinda's tombstone reads born 1837 died 1895. She was born in Tennessee on November 29, 
1837 and she died in Big Fork, Arkansas November 18, 1895. 

The children, the first four by Mary Ellen, the rest by Millie, were: 

HANNAH MINNIE PUTMAN born in 1849 in Gordon County Georgia. She would be the 
first child in the marriage with Mary Ellen. She and the next four kids were born in Georgia. 
In 1860 she is living with a Mary Ann Burns (same age as her mother would have been) in 
Rome, Floyd County. She then pops up with John and Rebecca in 1870 with her 
grandparents, John and Charlotte Dodd. 



JOHN EZEKIEL PUTMAN was born in Gordon County Georgia on February 6, 1851. He 
died in Jolly, Newton County, Missouri on October 2, 1929. He moved with his family to 
Alabama for two years and there married Sarah Elizabeth Grimes. She was born in Tennessee in 
1856 and died in Newton County Missouri January 9, 1929. When his parents went to 
Arkansas, he went on to Missouri and settled in Newton County and remained there all his 
life. He was living in Alabama during the Civil War and had a real hatred for the Yankees. 
His father fought for the Union and John never spoke to him again. Much more on this 
family is in the section on MISSOURI PUTMANS. 

WILLIAM H. PUTMAN was born in Gordon County, Georgia on December 18, 1852. He 
married Elisa Jane Reynolds on March 27, 1870 in Montgomery County, Arkansas. 
Eliza was born in Floyd County, Georgia on January 8, 1854 and died December 8, 
1925. She was a daughter of Middleton and Elizabeth Reynolds. They remained in 
Montgomery County. Bill died February 19, 1929. They had these children: 

Martha M. Putman born March 7, 1871. Mattie married Joseph Grant Hooper on 
January 27, 1889. She died June 9, 1906. Joe was born in Arkansas in May 1869 and 
died after 1900. They had three children: 

William Harrison Hopper born in January 1890 and died in 1960. He married 
Stella Mae Coffman. She was born in February 1894 and died in 1929. 
Effie L. Hopper born in August 1892. She married John William Duke. 
Frederick Hopper born November 8, 1894 and died in October 1964. He married 
Clida L. Duke. 

John Middleton Putman born December 25, 1872. He died October 30, 1951. He 
never married. 
Joseph W. Putman born December 5, 1874 and died June 13, 1878. 
James W. Putman born May 14, 1877 and died May 8, 1883. 
George A. Putman born April 6, 1879. He married Annie M. Coffman on April 29, 
1900. Their children as of 1930 were:

Herschel R. Putman born in 1907. 
William Gilbert Putman born August 22, 1908 and died March 9, 1981. He 
married Grace O. Price on May 5, 1928. Grace was born August 16, 1909 and died 
May 8, 1998. They are on their own farm in Parks by 1930. 

Mary Elizabeth Putman born June 27, 1881. She married Robert Littleton Davis on 
August 25, 1899. 
Eunice Putman born April 15, 1884 in Jackson County, Texas. She married John H. 
Hopper on June 2, 1901 back in Montgomery County, Arkansas. She died November 
10, 1918. 
Ada Putman born in Montgomery County on May 25, 1887. She died April 27, 1971, 
and I don’t think she ever married. She was single living with her brother John in 1930. 
Lula Belle Putman born August 4, 1889, and died May 10, 1979. She was living with 
her sister Mittie in 1930. 
Grace Esther (Mittie) Putman born March 22, 1894. She married Otis Rather on 
December 23, 1911. She died November 11, 1983. It is from her bible that this 
information comes from. Thanks, Mittie. They had one daughter: 

Mildred Rather 

REBECCA JANE PUTMAN born October 22, 1854. She married Roland Lumpkin Horton 
December 13, 1874 in Gordon County, Georgia. They lived in Floyd County, Georgia. She 
died there August 5, 1922, and he died there April 11, 1917. Their children were: 

He 
married Ellen Rebecca Davis December 19, 1899.

    MARY ELLEN PUTMAN born in 1854 and died young before 1860. 

SARAH CAROLINE PUTMAN was born July 16, 1860. She married Richard T. 
Morrow on March 6, 1887. 

NANCY ANN PUTMAN was born December 16, 1861. She married Henry O. Hunter. 
She died in August 1928 in Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas. 

RICHARD THOMPSON PUTMAN was born January 31, 1866. He married Martha Grant 
Lowery in Langley, Pike County, Arkansas on August 23, 1885. He died in Big Fork, 
Montgomery County on November 20, 1931 and is buried near his folks in the 
Pleasant Grove Cemetery along with his wife Martha (born October 12, 1868 and died 
October 4, 1957). In 1900 through 1930 they were in Polk County, Arkansas. Then Big 
Fork was in Montgomery County. The children were: 

Nathan Elijah Putman born July 26, 1886, and died September 7, 1969. He 
married Effie G. Liles on November 5, 1911. They lived in Big Fork, Montgomery 
County. She 
was born November 11, 1895 and died in February 1972. They had these children: 

He 
married Lolita Hilred in Mena, Polk County on December 13, 1945. She was born 
July 23, 1921 and died February 15, 2004. 
Gladys L. Putman born in 1915. She married Albert Hamilton. 
Ralph A. Putman born in 1917. 
Hattie R. Putman born in late 1920, and married a Walrath. 

Rollie Gilford Putman born April 17, 1888 and died October 7, 1983. 
Melinda Ann Putman born June 16, 1890 and died March 3, 1986. She married 
John Washington Dilbeck in Big Fork on January 31, 1909. He was born in 
Arkansas September 13, 1888 and died in San Benito California September 20, 
1982. They had five sons and then he simply abandoned her and she raised the 
sons all by herself. 

Alvin Washington Dilbeck born November 15, 1909 and died January 6, 1997 



in Mena, Polk County. He was a butcher. 
Marlin Richard Dilbeck born September 11, 1911 and died January 26, 1997 
in Mena, Polk County. He had polio as a child and never married. Clyde Aaron 
Dilbeck born March 5, 1914 and died June 5, 2007. He married Lawana 
Howard on May 11, 1940. 

Woodrow Grant Dilbeck born in Big Fork September 20, 1916 and died October 
26, 2008 in Mena. He was a minister and a welder. He was in the Army Air Corps 
during WWII. He married Ruth Steed September 11, 1948. 
Larkin Dilbeck born September 29, 1918 and still alive in 2010. 

Nancy A. Putman born January 24, 1892. She married Claude Goodman in Arkansas. 
He was born in Kansas about 1887. They were in Dallas County Texas in 1930 with 
these kids:

Edna Goodman born in Arkansas in 1914. Married a Drake.

She died August 2, 1981 
Thurman Sterling Putman born in 1904 and only lived four months. 
Charles W. Putman born January 6, 1907. He married Lula May Bailey. He died 
Tuesday March 2, 1993 in Mena, Arkansas. She was born January 1, 1910 and died in 
Mena November 2, 1996. They had these children:

Myrna Putman a daughter born in 1928. 
Oleta Putman a daughter born after 1930. 

MINNIE EUDORA PUTMAN was born September 30, 1868. She married Samuel Carson 
Gaddis on December 2, 1888 in Montgomery County. He was a son of Carson Gaddis and 
Hannah Pickelsimer and was born in Alabama March 24, 1866 and died in El Centro, 
Imperial County California April 3, 1952. She died in El Centro on October 10, 1941. They 
were in Bryan County Oklahoma from the early 1900s through the 1920 and then in 
Imperial County California by 1930. They had 6 children: 

Walter William Gaddis born in Arkansas November 15, 1891 and died in 
Riverside County California September1, 1970. They were in Imperial County 
California by the 1930 census. He and his wife Lola Ophilia Dyer had three 
children.

Myrtle Nevada Gaddis born in Arkansas May 27, 1897 and died in San 
Bernardino County California March 12, 1985. She married William Thomas Bathe 
in 1916. He was born in Missouri January 23, 1892 and died in San Bernardino 
County December 14, 1961. 
Samuel Carson Gaddis born in Oklahoma about 1901. He married a girl named 
Vera and lived in Yuma, Arizona. 



Arizona Gaddis born in Texas about 1905. She married Bill Harrison and moved to

Elvie Wyoming Gaddis a son born in Oklahoma May 26, 1908 and died in 
Imperial County California November 6, 1963. He married Dollie Victoria Black. 
She was born in Logan County Arkansas March 1, 1908 and died in Imperial, 
California October 27, 1969. 

DANIEL ELIJAH PUTMAN was born February 12, 1870. He died in Polk County on 
October 3, 1945. He married Martha Abigail Markham on January 25, 1891. She was born 
April 6, 1874 and died March 28, 1929. He then married another widow Hattie Hinard on 
June 24, 1933. They remained in Polk County all their lives. Their children were:

Ann Edwards on January 11, 1912. They moved from Polk County, Arkansas to Muse, 
Le Flore County, Oklahoma about 1925 and remained there all their lives.

He 
married Christine Tisseare. He was the first born in Oklahoma. 
Jewel Calvin Putman born May 4, 1928. He married Barbara Lewis. 
Daphne Catherine Putman born October 6, 1931. She married Junior DeHart. 
Frobin Flag Putman born November 20, 1933. He married Carolyn Sue Carter. 
They live in Alaska, and they were the ones who sent the info on Elbert's family. 
Jim Wayne Putman born July 19, 1936. He married Mary Elizabeth Robbins. 

William Marcus Putman born July 9, 1894. He married Lula Lewis on August 28, 1918 
in Polk County. Lula was a daughter of Marion Lewis and Maude E. Deming. She was born 
June 3, 1903 in Polk County. They moved to Opal, Montgomery County, Arkansas after 
they were married, and took up farming. In about 1940, they moved to Sulphur Springs, 
Montgomery County where they remained all the rest of their lives. He died September 7, 
1978.

1890s and split and married Joseph Clenney January 11, 1897. Then she married Alonzo 
Kellow in 1907 and later a Collins man. James then married Lula Dove Shields July 11, 
1901. Lulu was an illegitimate daughter of William Jackson Hopper and Mary Ann Shields. 
She was born in Montgomery County Arkansas July 7, 1882 and died in Polk County May 
21, 1940. They are in Polk County through 1930. Children, all but the first one are with 
Lula, were:

Mary Jane was born in Texas March 14, 1908 and died in Linn, 
Oregon December 17, 1990. They had 3 children. 
Eula Esther Putman born July 12, 1908, a twin of Eunice. She married Fred Barron in 



1934. She died in Modesto, California August 1, 1972. Fred was born July 22, 1896 in 
Arkansas and died June 3, 1972 in Yountville, Napa County California. 
Eunice Ruia Putman also born July 12, 1908. She married Henry Kirkland in 1933. 
She died in Tyler, Texas November 14, 1976. 
Sterling Anson Putman born January 11, 1911. He married Josephine Sturgell and 
moved to Lubbock, Texas. He died there March 7, 1966. 
Lucy Nawasa Putman born April 7, 1912. She moved to California and married Jesse 
E. Palmer October 29, 1960 in Tuolumne, California. She died in Modesto, California 
May 25, 1994. Jesse was born in California January 22, 1906 and died in Oakdale, 
California December 1, 1985. 
Lena Leora Putman born April 16, 1917. She married Albert Benjamin Chaffen 
August 17, 1935 in Mena, Polk County. She died in Gary, Indiana July 15, 1968. Albert 
was born in Wellington, Kansas January 30, 1911 and died in Navasota, Texas 
November 16, 1993. 
Marvin Odell Putman born June 22, 1922 and died in August 1923.

Smith on May 17, 1903. They too are buried in the Putman Cemetery in Big Fork, Polk
