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The Putman Families
of Calhoun & Noxubee Counties

Two sons of Willis Putman and Elizabeth Fanlin left Cleveland County, North Carolina in the
1840s and moved to Chickasaw County Mississippi in time for the 1850 census returns. These
two were Elias and Lorenzo Putman. They both married and were in Calhoun County. Eli's
family remained in Calhoun County and Lorenzo moved on to Noxubee County by 1870.

ELIAS ROBERTS PUTMAN

Eli was born in Lincoln County, North Carolina on August 11, 1824. He was the eldest child in
the family. He moved in the 1840s to Mississippi. In the 1850 census, he was single and living
with the family of Charles and Lucretia Morgan from South Carolina.

He married Mary Ann Young later in 1850. They moved to Calhoun County, and were there for
the 1860 census.

Eli died on February 11, 1865 and is buried in the Moreland Cemetery in Slate Springs, Calhoun
County, Mississippi. Mary died on February 3, 1898 and is buried along side Eli.

Franklin was born in Calhoun County on December 30, 1855. He married Estella McPhail, who
was born January 19, 1877 in Mississippi.

He was single in
Tallahatchie County, Mississippi in 1920 at age 25.

MARY FRANCES PUTMAN born about 1895. She was not in the 1910 census.
ELI RUFUS PUTMAN born July 7, 1896 and died May 31, 1943. He went by the name
Sam Putman in the 1910 and 1920 census. In 1920 he had married a widow, Minnie

Prussian and had two stepchildren.

RON PHILIP PUTMAN born October 2, 1898 and died February 20, 1953. He was with



his brother, Floyd Max, in Tallahatchie County in 1920 at age 21. In 1930 he was back
home with his widowed mother and brother Homer in Calhoun County.

J. B. PUTMAN born September 1, 1901. He was living with his widowed mother in 1920.
He is married to Gladys in 1930 and they are farming in Quitman County. He always just
used initials so I have no idea what his name was.

ADA GLEE PUTMAN born May 20, 1905. She was living with her brother Homer in
1920.

Gustavus B. Putman

Gus was born March 21, 1861 and died September 24, 1886.

Sarah Elizabeth Putman

Sally was born in about 1864. She married a Fox man.

LORENZO DOW PUTMAN

He was born about 1827-1828 in North Carolina. He simply appears in Chickasaw County,
Mississippi in the 1850 census and at the time is living with Joseph and Selina Stevens.

Now, William Putman has married Susan Stevens and also shows up in Mississippi by 1860.
They never are in the same county, but these Stevens might be related.

In 1850 he is single and listed at age 22. In 1860, he is in Calhoun County, Mississippi and listed
as 29 years old. You age slowly down there I guess. In 1860 he was a 15 year old wife named
Kate or Katie born in Alabama.

In 1870 and 1880 he is in Noxubee County, Mississippi and in 1880 he is 51, Kate now called
Kittie is 36, and they have seven children and one grand child.

Lorenzo died in Noxubee County July 10, 1886.

In 1900, I find a Kittie Putman age 66 born in Alabama living by herself in Marion County,
Mississippi. She is most likely Lorenzo's widow. However, she is also listed in Hunt County,
Texas in 1900 at age 60 and living with her son Willis. I do not find any of the kids in
Mississippi in 1900 or later. Some moved to Texas and one to Oklahoma.

Based on the 1870 and 1880 census, the children then were:

ADELINE PUTMAN born in 1861. In the 1880 census, there is a Fannie Hart age 1 living
with Lorenzo and listed as a granddaughter. | assume Adeline married a Hart man and died
shortly after having Fannie. Fannie is with the family in Hunt County, Texas in 1900 at age
16. In 1900 the ages vary from the 1880 dates by about 5 years across the board.

SARAH LOUISA PUTMAN born in 1863. She was home in 1880 and married off by



1900.
IDA PUTMAN born in 1865. She was also gone or married by 1900.

WILLIS W. PUTMAN born in 1868. In 1900 he is living with his mother in Hunt County,
Texas and now lists his birth as April 1873. In 1910, he is living in Muskogee County,
Oklahoma and is still single at age 36. In 1920 he is still single and living with his brother,
Virgil in Fannin County, Texas. In 1920 he lists his age as 52.

VIRGIL TAYLOR PUTMAN born April 3, 1872. In 1900, he is in Hunt County, Texas
and lists his birth as April 1872. He is married to Sarah Frances Miller born in Texas. They
were married in Hunt County March 2, 1890. In 1910 and 1920 the family is in Fannin
County, Texas. In 1920 he is 49 and Sarah is 46. Based on these census returns. He died
Wolfe City, Hunt County July 26, 1948, or at least was buried there. Sarah was born January
14, 1873 and died January 25, 1947. Their children through 1920 were:

Willie Willis Putman born July 3, 1893 in Wolfe City, Hunt County, Texas
according to the WWI draft registration. He was still single then at age 23 and living in
Stewart, Fannin County, Texas. He was with his folks in Hunt County in 1930. He died
in Wolfe City April 12, 1944. He never married.

Pearl Putman born in 1904.

Louis Chester Putman born in 1907 and died in 1956. He married Doris Ophelia Harris.
She was born September 23, 1908 and died April 1, 1979.

LEWIS M. PUTMAN born in 1871. I do not find him in 1900.

THOMAS PUTMAN born in 1874. | do not find him in 1900.

SIMEON PUTMAN born in 1879. | do not find him in 1900, but he was in Oklahoma by at
least 1902, and appears in the 1910 census of Muskogee County, Oklahoma with a wife
Susan Hart born in Oklahoma in 1885. | do not find this family in 1920. Based only on the

1910 census, the children were:

FRANCES 'FANNY' PUTMAN born in December 1886. She was with her mother in 1900.
